• This list of names gives a glimpse into a stunning legacy of faith. 
• Paul sees members of the body as indispensable allies to one another.

Final Words           16:17–24 
• Paul knows the church will have to continually fight for unity. 
• Roman Christians need discernment concerning those who are stirring up division. 
• The Lord will crush Satan; they can trust in the justice and vengeance of the Lord. 
• Christians must remember their true enemy is Satan, not each other. 
• The unlikely, the misfit, the powerful; the powerless are all adopted into the family of God by 

His divine grace.

• The Lord strengthens the saints to persevere, to be unified, and to discern truth from error. 
• The gospel revealed to Jews and Gentiles alike is for their obedience of faith—not argument,
